ADMISSIONS INFORMATION FOR TRANSFER STUDENTS

Transfer Admissions

It is the University’s desire to enroll a student population
characterized by high achievement, potential, and diver-
sity; the transfer program brings us students with fresh
perspective and high motivation. Students enter as trans-
fers after completing a year or two of advanced study at
another institution. Each year approximately 200 stu-
dents transfer into Penn’s four undergraduate schools,
selected from over 2,000 applicants. We give careful con-
sideration to academic preparation and achievement,
but, in accordance with our desire to maintain diversity
of background, intellectual interests, and accomplish-
ments within the student body, the committee also pays
close attention to all other aspects of the application for
admission.

Students who are completing their senior year of high
school concurrently with their first year of college should
apply as freshmen. Students enrolled in Canadian
CEGEP programs should apply as freshmen.

General Requirements

All official transcripts must be forwarded for inclusion in
the application for admission. Former college records can-
not be waived in order to gain admission as a freshman. In
addition, records from summer school, study abroad pro-
grams, or special college programs must be submitted in
official transcript form. These records will be considered
along with other basic credentials. If you have taken
courses on a PASS/FAIL or CREDIT/NO CREDIT basis,
please have grades, or written evaluations of your perfor-
mance, sent by the professors of these courses. If you at-
tend a college that records only PASS/FAIL on your tran-
script for first semester, or first-year courses, please
request that your grades be released on the transcript sent
to our office. Due to the competitive nature of Penn’s ad-
missions process, it is imperative that we receive these
grades. The academic record must be free of all failure,
conditional, and incomplete grades. Students must be in
good academic standing and must have completed eight
transferable academic courses in order to be eligible to
apply for transfer.

Transfer students should review A Guide for Transfer
Students, which is avarlable ar
www.admissions.upenn.edu/applying/transindex.php
or upon request if they have not received one.

Current Courses

Use the Common Application or Universal College
Application to list your courses for the semester (or two
quarters) prior to the semester in which you expect to
begin your work at Penn. Include credit hours for each.
If using the Common Application, you must complete
the Common Application Mid-Term Report. If using
the Universal College Application, you must complete
Penn’s Form 4: Mid-Term Grade Report for Transfer
Students, which is available at
www.admissions.upenn.edu/applying/incoming.php and
return it by March 31. Please use the Common Appli-
cation or Universal College Application to list the high
school (and its city and state) from which you graduated.
If you have previously applied to Penn, please be sure
that all of your educational experiences are documented

by submitting all required materials including updated
transcripts and recommendations.

Additional Information for International Students
Transfer students from international universities should
also provide the following documents (with translations,
if appropriate): (1) an official university catalog and syl-
labi with course descriptions and degree requirements,
(2) either original or certified true copies of all university
grade and examination results. If you attend a university
that issues transcripts only on a yearly basis, please
request a written statement from faculty members stat-
ing expected grades for courses in progress. If university
examination results will not be available prior to

your proposed entry, you should apply as a freshman.

Entrance Examinations

Applicants are required to submit the results of the SAT
or the ACT. SAT Subject Tests are not required. All stu-
dents whose native language is not English should take
the Test of English as a Foreign Language (TOEFL).
Please refer to page 9 for further information regarding
testing.

Residence Requirement
All students must complete two years of course work at
Penn, or the equivalent of one-half the courses required
for the degree, regardless of the number of transferable
courses taken elsewhere.

Transfer Credit

In general, transfer credit may be awarded for acade-
mically based courses that were taken at a regionally ac-
credited institution, passed with a grade of C or better,
and are similar in focus and content to the curriculum
on this campus. Applicants must provide the materials
needed to support an accurate evaluation (i.e., an official
transcript from each college attended, syllabi, and cata-
logs or course descriptions current to your period of
attendance at these institutions).

September Admission

The deadline for filing transfer applications is March 15,
though applications may be submitted as early as
January. At least one full year of transferable course work
must be completed by the close of the spring term as the
Admissions Committee places heavy emphasis on college
performance. It is the candidate’s responsibility to ensure
that all credentials have been received by the Office of
Admissions by the March 15 deadline. Notifications con-
cerning missing materials will be available on your
MyPenn Applicant Portal available from the top left of
the main admissions page. Your UserName and
Password for the portal will be mailed to you automati-
cally when we receive both your application and applica-
tion supplement. Admissions decisions will be posted
online and mailed in mid-May and will not be released
over the telephone.

An interview at the School of Nursing is strongly recom-
mended for transfer applicants to the nursing program in
order to discuss placement.

ADMISSIONS PLANS

Early Decision Plan

For those applicants who have already decided that the University of
Pennsylvania is their first-choice college and who agree to matriculate if
accepted, we encourage application under the Early Decision Plan.
Children and grandchildren of alumni who wish to receive maximum con-
sideration for the legacy affiliation are urged to apply Early Decision. Stu-
dents who desire Early Decision and who submit their applications by
the November 1 deadline will receive a mid-December decision of
Admit, Deny, or Defer. Those admitted must respond to us by January
1, since there is a commitment involved. Those deferred will be reevalu-
ated in March and will receive a final decision in early April. Denied
students will not be reconsidered in the same academic year.

A student may apply Early Decision to only one institution. Accordingly,
if an applicant for Early Decision to the University of Pennsylvania also
applies for Early Decision to another school, the Early Decision application
10 the University of Pennsylvania will be withdrawn. Further, if any Regular
Decision applicant to the University of Pennsylvania is accepted Early
Decision by any other school under a College Board-approved Early Decision
Plan, the application to the University of Pennsylvania will be withdrawn.

NOTE: Early Decision candidates who are denied admission in December
may not reapply for Regular Decision. In addition, no student who has been
denied admission under any of our decision plans may reapply to another
undergraduate division of the University in the same academic year.

Regular Decision Plan

Applicants who apply under the Regular Decision Plan have applications
due on January 1. Admissions decisions for Regular Decision applicants
and applicants deferred during Early Decision are posted online and
mailed in early April 2010. Candidates receive one of three possible
decisions: Admit, Wait List, or Deny. Final grade reports are reviewed
for all matriculating students.

Regular Decision applicants who have been offered admission must
notify the Office of Admissions by May 1 (Candidates’ Common Reply
Date), and no guarantee can be provided for places in the class without
such reply by this date. A nonrefundable deposit must accompany the
acceptance card and, after receipt, matriculation will be acknowledged by
the Office of Admissions.

NOTE: School of Nursing decisions begin to be mailed and posted online to
Regular Decision freshman School of Nursing applicants in late February.
Applications are due by January 1, and applicants who have been admitted
muust notify the Office of Admissions of their decision by May 1. As with all
Jreshman candidates for admission to the University, those applying to the
School of Nursing have the option to submit an application under the Early
Decision Plan.

TESTS AND EXAMINATIONS

The SAT, SAT Subject Tests, and the ACT

First-year applicants must take the SAT Reasoning Test and two SAT
Subject Tests in different subjects. The American College Test (ACT) with
writing may be used in lieu of the SAT Reasoning Test and two SAT
Subject Tests. It is the student’s responsibility to ensure that official score
reports are released to the University of Pennsylvania.

Early Decision candidates should take these examinations either during
the junior year or in the summer before the senior year, but certainly no
later than November 2009. Early Decision candidates who opt for Noverm-
ber examinations must rush their test scores to the Office of Admissions.

Regular Decision candidates should complete all testing by December
of their senior year. First-time testing delayed until January will place the
applicant at a disadvantage in our evaluation process. Tests retaken in
January will be accepted,

Candidates to the School of Engineering and Applied Science or the
Wharton School are encouraged to take a mathematics Subject Test.
Students applying to the College are encouraged to take a foreign lan-
guage Subject Test. This test is used for both admissions and proper
placement at the college level. Appropriate language scores also afford
exemption from the language requirement. Students interested in sci-
ence-related fields, and especially applicants to the School of Engineer-
ing and Applied Science and the School of Nursing, are encouraged to
take a science Subject Test.

Registration materials for the SAT, SAT Subject Tests, and the ACT may be
obtained from your guidance office.

Special tests and dates are available for students with special needs.

TOEFL Examinations

In addition to the required SAT Reasoning Test and two SAT Subject
Tests, or the ACT with writing, students whose native language is not
English should take the Test of English as a Foreign Language (TOEFL)
administered by the Educational Testing Service, TOEFL Services,

Box 6151, Princeton, NJ, 08541-6151, USA. Results should be forwarded
directly to the Office of Admissions.

OPTIONAL INTERVIEWS

A local alumni interview is an additional source for learning more
about the University. An alumni volunteer who is a member of the
Secondary School Committee (SSC) may contact you to arrange an
interview if you are a first-year candidate and have submitted your
application. Interviews are optional and are scheduled by local alumni
committees. We regret that some alumni committees may be unable to
accommodate all students who desire interviews. If you do not have the
opportunity for an alumni interview, you may submit a supplemental
letter of recommendation instead. To find out if there is an active SSC
in your area, please visit the interview website at
www.admissions.upenn.edu/applying/interviews.php.

Typically, Early Decision interviews are offered in November and
early December; Regular Decision interviews are offered in January and
February. Transfer applicants are not offered alumni interviews. We
encourage you to rely upon your application for admission as a forum for
presenting the unique aspects of your candidacy. The Office of
Admissions does not offer individual on-campus interviews. Candidates
who have questions or concerns about the alumni interview may contact
the Alumni Secondary School Committee Network, Office of
Admissions, 1 College Hall, Room 1, Philadelphia, PA 19104-6376, USA,
(215) 898-6903.

The Alumni Council on Admissions (ACA) offers advice and guidance
to the children and grandchildren of Penn Alumni. The ACA hosts fre-
quent Legacy Advising Sessions, often available after the Admissions
Office campus tour. A visit to the ACA is not required. It is a nice way
for alumni to personalize the campus visit and application process. For
more information, visit www.alumni.upenn.edu/aca, call (215) 898-6888,
or email aca@ben.dev. upenn.edu.

JOINT STATEMENT ON COMMON IVY GROUP ADMISSIONS PROCEDURES

The Ivy Group is an association of eight institutions of higher education,
established in 1954 primarily for the purpose of fostering amateurism in
athletics. Relations among the member institutions have grown over the
years, and representatives of these institutions now meet regularly at a
variety of levels to discuss topics which range from the purely academic
to the purely athletic and from fundamental educational philosophy to
procedures in admissions.

Each member institution has its own identity and character and
protects its right to pursue its own educational objectives. Thus, although
the Ivy Group institutions are similar in many respects, each member
institution will continue to make its own independent admission deci-
sions according to its own particular admission policy.

In recent years, it has become clear that the transition between second-
ary school and institutions of higher education has become increasingly
complex and that greater efforts should be made to simplify the process
through more uniform admissions procedures. It is our hope that by
outlining carefully the procedures under which we are operating and by
clearly specifying the obligations of both the applicant and the institution,
we can help students pursue their college interests free of unnecessary
confusion and pressure.

I. General Procedures

All contacts with students by representatives of Ivy institutions are intended
to provide assistance and information and should be free of any activity
that applies undue pressure on the candidate. No 7uformation referring to
the admission or financial aid status of an applicant to an Ivy institution
may be considered official unless it is received in writing directly from that
institution’s admission or financial aid office.

All Ivy institutions mail admissions decision letters in early April.
Those that offer an Early Decision or Early Action plan, as described
below, also mail admissions decision letters in mid-December. A student
who wishes a decision in December from one of these institutions must
apply by November 1 and must complete the application with supporting
materials shortly thereafter. A student may file only one “Early” applica-
tion of any kind within the Ivy Group. Candidates in violation of this
principle will not be considered until the spring.

II. December Notification

Under December Notification, an applicant may be notified that he or
she has been granted or denied admission or that a final decision has
been deferred until the early April notification date. Two plans currently
are offered by Ivy Group institutions:

A. The College Board-approved Early Decision Plan, which is offered
by Brown University, Columbia University, Cornell University,
Dartmouth College, and the University of Pennsylvania, requires a prior
commitment to matriculate. Financial aid awards for those qualifying for
financial assistance will normally be announced in full detail at the same
time as the admission decisions. An applicant receiving admission and
an adequate financial award under the Early Decision Plan will be
required to accept that offer of admission and withdraw all applications
to other colleges or universities.

All the Ivy institutions will honor any required commitment to matric-
ulate which has been made to another college under this plan.

B. A Single-Choice Early Action Plan is offered by Yale University. This
plan does not require a commitment to matriculate. Students may apply
to other colleges under their regular admission programs (spring notifi-
cation of final admission decision) but Yale specifies that a candidate
who applies in its Early Action Plan may not also apply Early Action or
Early Decision elsewhere. In other words, the Single-Choice Early Action
Plan is unlike standard Early Action plans in that candidates must agree
to file only one early application.

Students are urged to consult the admission literature available at
each Ivy institution for details concerning its particular December
Notification Plan, if any.

III. Early Evaluation Procedure

A. As determined by each institution, admissions offices may advise
applicants of the probability of admission (e.g., likely, possible, unlikely).
Institutions may issue such probabilistic communications only in writing,
from the office of admissions. Such letters will have the effect of letters of
admission, to be confirmed on the common notification date, subject to
revocation only on the same terms as letters of admission.

B. Within each institution’s overall admissions process, from October
1 through March 15 an admissions office may issue probabilistic com-
munications, in writing, to applicants who are recruited student-athletes.
Such probabilistic communications given by coaches, whether orally or
in writing, do not constitute binding institutional commitments. An
applicant who receives one or more such written communications and
who has made a decision to matriculate at one institution is encouraged
(but not required) to notify all other institutions, and to withdraw all
other applications, as promptly as possible.

C. A coach may inquire about the level of commitment to or interest
in an institution of an applicant who is a recruited student-athlete, and
an institution may consider that information in deciding whether or when
the admissions office will offer a probabilistic communication. But an
applicant may not be required to withdraw or not make other applica-
tions, or to refrain from visiting another institution, as a basis for receiv-
ing a written “likely” communication.

D. An institution may send a “likely” probabilistic communication let-
ter to a candidate (whether or not the applicant is a recruited student-
athlete) only if the applicant has submitted all of the materials which the
institution requires in order to make an admissions decision.

E. An Ivy school may respond at any time should a non-Ivy school
offer admission to a recruited student-athlete with a reply date prior to
the common Ivy notification date. A response may be made only on the
basis of written evidence of the offer (e.g., a copy of an official offer of a
grant-in-aid, with a reply date, or a letter from a guidance counselor), or
of confirmation of an offer to the admissions office by a secondary
school counselor.

IV. Common Notification

On a common date, usually in early April, applicants to the Ivy institutions
will be notified of admission decisions and financial aid awards unless they
have been notified under Early Decision or Early Action Plan procedures.

V. Financial Aid

All the Ivy institutions follow the common policy that any financial aid
for student-athletes will be awarded and renewed on the sole basis of
economic need with no differentiation in amount or in kind (e.g., pack-
aging) based on athletic ability or participation, provided that each
school shall apply its own standard of economic need.

VI. Common Reply Date
Except for those applicants admitted under the College Board-approved
Early Decision Plan, which requires a prior commitment to matriculate,
no candidate admitted to any of the Ivy institutions will be required to
announce his or her decision to accept or decline an offer of admission
until the Common Reply Date of May 1. All such candidates may delay
their commitment to attend until May 1 without prejudice. By that date
all admitted candidates must affirm in writing their single college choice.
The preceding paragraph does not preclude students from remaining
on active waiting lists and withdrawing promptly from their original col-
lege choice upon receiving subsequent waiting list acceptance to another
institution. However, the Ivy institutions reserve their right to rescind ac-
ceptance decisions from candidates who make commitments to and who
hold confirmed places at more than one institution concurrently.
Students who choose to remain on an active waiting list after May 1
will receive a final response no later than July 1.
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
